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The Landmine Monitor initiative is coordinated
by an Editorial Board of five organizations:
Mines Action Canada, Handicap International,
Human Rights Watch, Landmine Action, and
Norwegian People’s Aid. Mines Action Canada
serves as the lead agency.
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Landmine Monitor Report 2009 is the eleventh annual
report by Landmine Monitor, an unprecedented civil
society initiative providing research and monitoring
for the International Campaign to Ban Landmines and
the Cluster Munition Coalition.

Landmine Monitor collects information and assesses
the international community’s response to the global
landmine, cluster munition, and explosive remnants
of war problem, especially with regard to the 1997
Mine Ban Treaty. Since 1999, Landmine Monitor has
assessed and reported annual progress in the
implementation of the Mine Ban Treaty. Landmine
Monitor Report 2009 presents information on
activities in 2008 and key developments from January
to May 2009. It also includes a special ten-year review
of progress since the entry into force of the Mine Ban
Treaty in 1999. Reports cover every country in the
world and eight other areas not internationally
recognized as states, and include information on ban
policy, mine action, casualties, risk education, victim
assistance, and support for mine action. 
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Farid Ahmad repairs bicycles in Kabul, Afghanistan, but
dreams of becoming a doctor. The 16 year old lost his leg at age
three after detonating a mine left in an abandoned tank where
he was playing. His family was displaced because of conflict
and they were unable to afford the medical care he needed.
After returning to Afghanistan he joined the family bicycle
repair business. He realized that “there are many disabled
people in Afghanistan and we need to work hard and show
people our abilities, which is not easy.” Farid would like to
study to become a doctor to help lift his family out of poverty
and help his community.
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
